Survey results and thank yous!  I would like to take this opportunity to thank all our 
parents for filling out the survey last spring!  It has been a very helpful tool as we set our 
goals for this new year.  Many of you commented on the scarcity of play space, and so  
during the summer I spent time thinking of options.  You may have noticed that we now 
have three recess breaks - one for the middle school, one for grades 4 and 5, and one for 
grades 1 - 3.  Students have room to spread out, to have a soccer or kickball game, to run 
and play keep-away, or to relax with friends.  At lunch, we have split the first lunch period 
into eating, and playing.  Grades 4, 5 play during the first half, and eat lunch during the sec-
ond half.  Grades 1 - 3 eat during the first half, and then have the yard to themselves the 
second half.

OMS Campus Student Medication Information  If your child needs to receive any 
type of medication (prescription or over-the-counter) during school hours, please pick up the 
Request for Administration of Medication form from the OMS office.  Both sides of this form 
must be filled out and signed.  Students may not keep medications with them, (except for  
inhalers with MD approval).  This also requires the  medication form and should specify if the 
student carries the inhaler or keeps it in the school office.  All other medications must be left 
in the original packaging with the student’s name and directions clearly marked, given to the 
office staff or, on Nativity campus, with the classroom teacher.  Please note:  New this year: 
cough drops require a note from the parents only.  They must be in the original container 
labeled with student’s name and will be held in the school office.
